Constitution of an Affiliated Member of the University Darts Association Ireland™ (U.D.A.I.™)
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· The name of the Club shall be the _____________________________________________ Darts Club.

· The U.D.A.I.™ does not recognise any “Darts Society” as it is doing everything in it’s power to get Darts recognised as a Sport and Physical Activity under the Colleges and University Sports Association Ireland (C.U.S.A.I.) and Irish Sports Council (ISC) guidelines and only accepts affiliation from Third-level Institute’s who have “Darts Clubs” and who have passed the U.D.A.I.™ safety guidelines.

· An Affiliated Third-Level Institute shall be bound by the Governing Body for Third-level Darts on the Island of Ireland, the University Darts Association Ireland (U.D.A.I.™).

· A strict dress code of collared shirt or dartshirt of their Institute team and black trousers and dark shoes only suffice as been within the boundaries of the U.D.A.I.™ dress code at U.D.A.I.™ run competitions.

· An affiliated Institute shall pay the annual fee of €150 (as set out by the U.D.A.I.™, any changes to this are solely at the discretion of the U.D.A.I.™) and Individual Membership of €25 (applicable until completion of Individual’s course of study).

· The Affiliated Third-level Institute shall have the minimum of at least two players to be eligible to compete in U.D.A.I.™ run competitions, such as the Teams Intervarsities, at a minimum payment of €50 and a maximum no. of five persons per team and a maximum of four teams per Institute.

· The Affiliation process lasts for one year and on the basis that the proposed club is granted such status on the onus that it has a committee to carry out such duties for the development and growth of the sport of darts in their Third-level Institute.

· A Captain, Treasurer, Secretary, Public Relations Officer and minimum of three Ordinary members (which can be actively involved at specific training times of the Institute’s Darts Club).

· Roles of Chairman/Chairperson, Honorary President, Honorary Vice-President, Honorary Treasurer, Honorary Secretary, Vice-Captain and Honorary Ambassador are other roles of the committee which are deemed to be acceptable by the U.D.A.I.™ and do not necessarily have to be students within the Affiliated Third-level Institute, but contribute productively in some way to the Affiliated Third-level Institute Darts Club, but have no voting rights at the Club’s AGM on electing Committee Officers, but can vote on any other motions before the Club.

· The Annual Budget of the Affiliated Third-level Institute Darts Club shall be that deemed by their respective Institute’s Students’ Union or Sports Department.

· The __________________________ Darts Club shall hold at least two meetings throughout the year to discuss the business and agenda of the Club in addition to their Annual General Meeting (AGM).

· Any resignations from the ________________________Darts Club shall be acceptable only by written form and posted to the Club’s address.

· The resigning role shall then be replaced at the bi-annual meetings on an interim basis till the Club’s AGM, when the existing committee members will be replaced or re-elected.

· Only changes to the Constitution overseen by the Captain and Chairman/Chairperson after agreed majority consent at an AGM can the __________________________ Darts Club Constitution be changed.

· As of the (DD/MM/YEAR), the _____________________________Darts Club has come in to existence and shall remain so until the above mentioned article is changed.
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
